Tucked away in a popular residential area, just minutes

from the town's amenities, this characterful 1930's
property's fagade hides its wealth of accommodation and

its surprising hidden gem, arguably one of the best
gardens within the town. Modern yet symp athetic
extensions and alternations fuse beautifully with
traditional features such as solid pine doors, log burners

and tiled flooring, allowing this property to offer far
more than what first meets the eye.

Set back from the road with an extensive tarm ac and
gravelled drive leading to the front of the property, the

uPVC front entrance door opens into a tiled porch, fully
glazed to the front, providing a bright and welcoming
entrance.

The porch opens out into the open plan kitchen/ diner
and the furthe r ground floor accommodation beyond.
The dining area is spacious enough to allow for a good

sized dining table, with a window to the front aspect.

The sitting room opens out to the side of the dining area

and a large breakfast bar separates the dining are a from
the kitchen and provides an additional place to eat. Tiled
flooring runs throughout this open plan room and its
neighbouring sitting room.

The spacious and bright kitchen opens up to a vaulted
ceiling and is fitted with solid pine wall and base un its
with granite effect contrasting work surfaces. The large

range of storage includes deep pan drawers, a full
length pantry cupboard and shelving. Integral
appliances include a Hotpoint electric oven and grill with
an electric hob and an extractor fan f itted above. Space
is provided for an under counter washing machine and
dryer and for a full size American fridge freezer. The
large breakfast bar provides additional storage to the
dining end of the room. A uPVC rear entrance door

opens out to a covered a rea to the rear of the property

and the garden beyond.

Pine concertina doors open from the dining area into the
sitting room, situated to the front of the property with a
large bay window, the room is bright, airy and
welcoming. With a large feature Esse cast iron log
burner situated on a tiled hearth and surround, this
characterful reception room would be cosy in the winter

months.

The inner hallway leads from the kitchen with a pine
staircase leading to the first floor. An under stairs
cupboard offers additional storage and a pine radiator
cover is a further traditional feature. A sliding door leads

into the ground floor WC, fitted with a white two piece

suite comprising low level WC and hand basin with a
contemporary, mosaic splash back above. The hal lway
continues, leading to a walk in coat cupboard and uPVC

side entrance door leading to the driveway.



Previously extended, the property now boasts an
additional reception room, a garden room, with French
doors opening out onto the beautiful rear garden.
large, Varde Ovne cast iron log burner is situated on a
tiled hearth as a central feature and the vaulted ceiling
opens up giving the feeling of space, yet not losing that
cosy, welcoming reception.

The staircase leads to the first floor, split level landing,
with window situated to the rear aspect and a hatch
providing access to the loft space.

The recently fitted bathroom has a modern, industrial
feel and comprises; a three piece suite with shower over
bath, hand basin on a vanity storage unit and a low level
WC. Fully tiled with brick style tiling, the bathroom is

finished with dark, full length heated towel rail.

Bedroom one, to the front of the property, has ample

space for bedroom and storage furniture and a Upvc
window overlooking the drivewa y. Bedroom two,
another good sized double, is fitted with a range of fitted
wardrobes and also benefits from a window to the front
aspect. Bed three is a good sized single with window to

the rear aspect, overlooking the garden.

Situated within the rear g arden and formally a detached
garage, the property benefits from an additional
reception room, with a bar and separate WC, ideal for
an entertaining space or as a home office. Converted to
provide insulated walls and new wiring, the room is
fitted with po wer, light and plumbing with a speaker
system also fitted throughout. A range of base units
with worktops over provide storage and a cast iron log
burner will provide heating in the winter months.

Benefiting from being on a corner plot, one of the
defini ng features of this property is the beautiful rear

garden which stretches on and on to woodland beyond.
Opening out from the kitchen and the garden room, a
block paved and gravelled patio with borders of mature

plants and shrubs provides a spacious dining area.

Stepping down to the beautifully maintained lawn, the
rear garden continues with further borders of mature
plants and shrubs and views of the woodland. A large
timber shed is located to the rear of the lawn and a
further covered log store, fitted wi th power and light, is
located behind the games room. The rear garden is fully
enclosed with a gate to the driveway and a gate to the
rear of the garden, providing access to the Viaduct walk
path. The garden benefits from an outside tap, lighting

and power points.

To the front, the driveway continues to the side of the
property and provides parking for several cars. A further
log store is situated to the rear of the driveway with
access to the rear garden and to the property via a side
entrance door.
